The California Air Resources Board (CARB),
responsible for improving air quality and reducing air
contaminants, has just granted CARB certification

to ROUSH’s propane fuel system for their Ford
E-series passenger and cargo vans. Following this
approval, ROUSH launched its line of Ford vans
powered by propane-autogas.

CARB was the final approval that ROUSH needed
in order to start sales of this line of fleet vehicles.
The vans had previously received emission and air
quality approvals from the Environmental Protection
Agency, and were awarded with the “Propane Hero”
award at Phoenix Sky International Airport for their

performance as alternative fuel vehicles.

According to Ted Olsen, Delta Liquid Energy’s
Autogas Specialist, “Propane is not only
environmentally friendly, it is also domestically
produced, readily available, and has the lowest
flammability range of all alternative fuels. Propane
fuel tanks are less likely to puncture than gasoline
tanks, and propane-powered vehicles are quickly
growing in popularity due to their cost savings.”

Ford E-150, E-250, and E-350 Vans at
Work

Where are these vehicles being put to use? The
transportation company serving Los Angeles
International Airport, Prime Time Shulttle, is
incorporating them into their fleet. They plan on
replacing all 175 of their vans with propane autogas
vehicles within the next two years.

ROUSH CleanTech already has an existing line-
up of propane-powered vehicles, including the
Ford F-250 and F-350 pickup trucks and the E-450
cutaway van which just received CARB certification
last month. Based on current market conditions,
fleet managers can save about 44% on their fuel
costs by using these vehicles in their fleets.

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Safety First: Outdoor Grilling is Here!

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Preparing For Your Outdoor Parties -

Do’s

Keep any burnable materials at least ten feet away

Familiarize yourself with manufacturer instructions and
recommendations

After refilling or exchanging a cylinder, keep valve closed and capped

Check hoses and connections for leaks - Brush a little soapy water
around valves and fittings and look for bubbles

Clean the grill, interior, and burner. Consult manufacturer instructions
when doing so

Always open the grill hood before lighting and only grill in a well
ventilated area

If the igniter fails to light after two or three times, turn off the gas and
replace it

When finished grilling, turn off the burner controls and close the
cylinder valve

Don’ts

Use matches when checking for leaks -
brush a little soapy water around valves
and fittings and look for bubbles

Use an accelerant when preparing the grill
Smoke while handling a propane cylinder
Leave grill unattended

Let children tamper with or play with the
grill or the cylinder

Store the grill or cylinder inside or expose
it to high temperatures
